The map is lined out with various demarcations 
showing areas of control for specific times and at least one narrative box with a concise explanation of the information 
being described by the map.This book is an excellent book for a Near-Eastern studies graduate student looking for a 
reference book that cartographically illustrates over three thousand years of history to help them more fully understand 
the political, religious, and historical issues surrounding this conflict.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.
